In America we need to give an honest reply to
the exploitation of the Continent if we want to defeat &municosdind
tirany, and that consists in building e strong and clear socialist and
democratic policy for the whole arsa.

'InChile we spect to do our duty. The Cristian

old capitalism and are doing in Chila a scrt of governmentx that
